How to Participate
Plan Your Drill: If You Feel Shaking or Get an Alert

e Register at ShakeOut.org to be counted and get updates. If Possible

e Get a drill narration from ShakeOut.org/broadcast.

e Inform staff and partners about your drill and invite participation.
e Include other aspects of your emergency plans in your drill.

e Hold your earthquake drill and discuss what you learned.

e Review and update your organization’s disaster plans.

e Provide first aid or CERT training for your staff.

e Organize or restock emergency supply kits, food, water, etc.
